The Whitebread Race is a circumnavigation of Shelter Island approximately 30 miles starting and finishing in Cutchogue Bay


The wind forecast for the day was WNW at 5 to 10 in the morning and switching to W and increasing to 15 to 20 with gusts to 25.  This was accurate. The current was ebbing at the start and the beginning of flood at 11:30. 


I arrived at Brokher at about 8:00am to find her tuned and ready to go. The crew, Chris Sicignano (jib trimmer), Evan Polansky (Spinnaker trimmer), Matt Brink (bow), Ryan Dodd (Mid Ship) and Frank Marinaccio (Navigator and main trimmer) was rigging the running lines and Aileen was deciding what sails to carry for the race. Aileen told me that if she used a 150 instead of a 153 Brokher would get a one second a mile change in her handicap, that was all she needed to order a new sail. 


We were in the third group to start and some SOB was headed into the line from the course side with about 20 seconds to go. Fortunately for us, he was a few boats up on the line. There sure was a lot of yelling.


The first leg (to R22) was a tight spinnaker reach (with .5 oz chute) in less then 10 knots of wind, for about 1.5 miles, then a run for about 3.5 miles. We went high to the right with other boats in our class. One boat, a C&C 27 named Persistence, was a local and had sailed this race many times (he used to have a C&C 25). The right was the favored side and we stayed up with the C&C 27s and J22s. The next leg was an easy reach but the wind was increasing and varying in both direction and velocity. The leg from Tyndal Pt to Mashomack Pt was a tight reach.  We set up the lines for an asymmetric chute but were able to hold the .5 oz to the turn. We did well, as a lot of boats had to change to a jib. The next leg was a long lunch run to MoA. Evan flew the chute from the start, wow. We raised the 150 and had a sloppy spin drop. The wind now was 15 with gusts over 20; the leg into Greenport G7 was just off close-hauled. 


The race from here to R22 is a beat of about 10miles. I sail more conservatively than Aileen and suggested we change to a #2, but was out voted. Just after getting into the open water of Hog Neck Bay, we got a gust, I don’t know if the mast hit the water but I could see our keel come out of the water before righting (thank you C&C). We then changed to a #2. After R22 it was a jib reach to the finish. We thought we did pretty well because the C&C 27s and some J22s finished behind us. We lost track of a J22, Flash. We knew that she was ahead of us, but how far?


I didn’t stay for the party and award ceremony, but when Pat and I got home from dinner there was this very excited, garbled, cell phone message from Aileen “WE WON!  WE WON IT ALL!”


I found out the next day that we won our class, division, and had the best corrected time in the Whitebread (about 108 boats).
